


The Jamaica Ecumenical Mutual Mission (JEMM), is an        

ecumenical entity which undertakes joint work in mission 

with the aim of manifesting the Gospel in word and deed.  

JEMM was established in 1979 and currently comprises 

the following denominations; the Methodist Church in the 

Caribbean and the Americas—Jamaica District, The       

Moravian Church in Jamaica and the  Cayman Islands and 

the United Church in Jamaica and the Cayman Islands.  

These groups work in collaboration with the Presbytery of 

St. Augustine of the Presbyterian Church, USA, whose 

mission arm is the St. Augustine Mutual Mission (SAMM).   

Together, as JEMM, joint work has been undertaken in the 

following areas:  

Housing  

Agriculture 

Health Ministry 

Youth Exchange Programme  

Adult Exchange Programme  

HOUSING 

In collaboration with Food or the Poor, one and two bed-

room units are provided for single mothers living with HIV 

and their children as well as elderly persons in dire need.  

Since the inception of the initiative, houses have been built 

in St. Ann, St. Mary, Manchester, Kingston & St. Andrew. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
AGRICULTURE 
JEMM has now initiated a Castor Bean project which 
seeks to : 
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A house built in collaboration with Food for the Poor 

Castor  bean plant 
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 Engage persons in the planting of castor beans and 

thereby alleviating poverty in deep rural communities 

 Encourage the use of idle church lands to plant castor 

beans and ultimately producing castor oil with the aim 

of providing funding to continue &/or expand the         

current initiatives of JEMM. 

There are currently 15 acres under cultivation. 

 

 

HEALTH 

 

This involves teams of health professionals organized by 

the Presbytery of St. Augustine visiting Jamaica for one 

week.   

During that period, they are joined by local health care 

practitioners and they offer medical care, including filling 

prescriptions, doing optical work, including eye testing and 

issuing of reading and tested glasses and dental services, 

which include, extraction, cleaning as well as making and 

repairing dentures.   

 

 

 

Through the kind support of several stakeholders,         

including the participating denominations and the            

Caribbean and North America Council for Mission 

(CANACOM),JEMM was able to import a bus which has 

been retrofitted into a mobile dental lab.  This will enable 

the team to be even more efficient in the  making and        

delivery of dentures.  The dental mission is truly “impacting 

lives, one smile at a time.” 

 

YOUTH EXCHANGE PROGRAMME  

The objectives of the programme are to:   

 Heighten spirituality,  

 Build character and self-esteem,  

 Develop leadership qualities  

 Sensitize the participants to situations of need, both in 

Jamaica and the United States.   

The highlight of the programme is community outreach in 

which the members participate.  These include serving as 

care-givers at Children’s Homes and Homes for the Aged, 

painting projects at homes and schools; as well as feeding  

programmes where the youth not only serve meals to the 

less fortunate but also share in the meals and interact with 

the recipients, where possible.

 Water, for personal hygiene, stored water to 

last for at least 7 days. 

 First-aid kit and a supply of prescription      

medication. 

 Non-perishable foods and beverages. 

 Battery-powered radio with extra batteries. 

 One flashlight per person with extra batteries. 

 Toiletries (soap, shampoo, toothpaste, toilet 

paper). 

 Towels and washcloths, pillows , blankets or 

sleeping bags 

 Baby supplies (diapers, wet wipes,              

medication) 

 Non-electric can opener 

 Disinfectant, and laundry detergent 

 Change of clothing, rain gear, gloves and 

sturdy shoes 

 Identification cards 

 A list of family physicians 

 
 

OTHER IMPORTANT SUPPLIES FOR THE 
HOME 
 

 Matches (stored in watertight plastic bags) 

 Oil lamps (with extra fuel) 

 Fire extinguisher 

 Wind-up or battery-powered clock 

 Charcoal (for use only after the storm and  

only outside) 

 Plastic trash bags 

 Paper plates and cups and plastic eating 

utensils 

 Tarpaulins or plastic sheeting for roof or     

window repair 

 Water purification items (tablets, plain       

chlorine, bleach or iodine) 

 Tool kit, including nails, screws, duct tape, 

twine and rope.

Our church, the United Church in Jamaica and the           
Cayman Islands, in response to all that has been         
going on in our societies of Cayman, Jamaica and the 
global  community, on account of the impact of COVID 
19 and other challenges, has determined to focus on 
the Theme, “Rooted! Resilient! Responding in HOPE - 
HOPE being an acronym for Health, Opportunity, 
Peace and Evangelism.  
 
Each quarter we have been focusing on one dimension of 
the Theme. We have looked at Health,           
Opportunity, and for this quarter, our focus 
is on “Peace and Peace-building.”          
Societies all over, and to varying lev-
els, are wrestling with the need for 
peace. My sisters and brothers, you 
may consider what areas or what 
situations in your homes; your       
Districts, the Cayman society as a 
whole where peace is under threat, or 
where tension and conflicts abound.  
 
Whenever I consider the subject of Peace, I often 
go back to the Creation narrative in Genesis Chapters 1 & 
2. There we see painted for us a picture of harmony, of 
balance, of equilibrium - peace between the various          
elements of creation; with God at the center of creation; 
with God as the cause of creation, and creation for God’s 
glorification. In that narrative, human beings are said to be 
created in the Image and likeness of God - therefore         
special and unique. But what do we see since creation and 
over the centuries? Human beings setting up all kinds of 
systems of stratification or groupings; setting people apart 
from each other on the basis of all kinds of systems of  
segregation and disharmony - gender, religion, race,         
colour, politics, economics, education and you name it. We 
have set God’s beautiful creation against itself, causing 
tension, hostility, violence, abuse, victims; those with          
power and those who are powerless. Some human beings 
have been treated with disrespect, disregard because        
others failed to see God’s Image in them.

 case, when we fail to affirm the Image of God in our 
selves, we behave in ways that deface that Image or        
disregard that Image in us.  
 
In this broken world with the varying manifestations in       
societies across the world, including Cayman, God has a 
mission of peace; a mission of healing and reconciliation. 

The people of God; the church; every Christian 
has a responsibility in this mission enterprise 

of peace and peace-building.  
 
Over the weeks ahead, we will          
consider afresh God’s mission call and 
the need for us to respond. Where 
peace is lacking, God has a vested 
interest, and so must God’s servants. 

Where justice is absent, peace is almost         
impossible. Just like the Prophet Amos in 

Chapter 5 beckons for justice, it is of utmost 
importance that we re-imagine what justice would 

look like in our society. If we want peaceful societies, we 
must pay attention to justice issues in our midst; we must 
pay attention to the weak and vulnerable; those who are at 
risk; those who are less likely to be considered or            
remembered. Some societies that have ignored these  
persons are now paying the price of violence, bloodshed, 
unproductivity and instability.  
 
Peace-building is hard work. Peace-building is risky work. 
Peace-building requires sacrifice, but for the Christian who 
desires to be a faithful servant of Christ, there is no place 
for retreat; there is no avoidance; the only option is        
engagement; it is to confront evil in the name and power of 
the God who has called and sent us.
