The year-long celebrations of the 100™ Anniversary of the
construction of the Elmsliec Memorial United Church Sanctuary
culminated on the last weekend of October 2022, with a special
Anniversary Gala held Saturday evening at the Lion’s
Community Centre and an Anniversary Service on Sunday, in
the Sanctuary, at 4:00 pm,

His Excellency Mr. Martyn Roper, Governor; the Honorable
Mr. Wayne Panton, Premier; Church Leaders and Government
Officials paid tribute to those who were instrumental in erecting
the very first cement block building in 1922 on Cayman soil.
They also paid tribute to the generations of faithful believers
whose Christian witness and service made the Elmslie

Situated in the heart of George Town, the Congregation
continues to play a pivotal role in the spiritual life of the local
community with its many events and activities.

Keynote speaker of the Gala, Rev. Norbert Stephens (General
Secretary-UCJICT), emphasized that the 100th Anniversary 1s
part of the celebration of the pilgrimage of the Congregation
that began in 1846 when Rev. James Elmslie set foot on the
Cayman Islands.
